The school website also contains online links to the songs that have vocals for them to practice so 
they can prepare to sing for us.  
We want to hear them sing actual pieces they may be performing. The more they practice, the 
better the idea we will have of how  they will potentially perform in that roll. 

 
We ARE NOT DOUBLE CASTING THIS YEAR.  Therefore, we are requiring students 
to be in masks during school and in crowded areas to stay as healthy as possible.

It is important 
everyone is at EVERY rehearsal they are scheduled for, unless they are ill or on 
quarantine.  It is very hard to create the energy and relationships between the characters 
if the actors and actresses are not there to portray their characters.
